ORDER OF TYPE APPROVAL OF  GAMING DEVICES

I. GENERAL PROVISIONS

1. This Order regulates subjects, requirements and procedures of type approval of gaming devices. The definitions used in the Order shall comply with the definitions used in the Gaming Law of the Republic of Lithuania (Žin., 2001, Nr.43-1495).

2. Other definitions used in the Order:

Type of gaming device – gaming devices of one category, manufactured by the same (by one) manufacturer, of same purpose, operation principle and construction;

Type approval of gaming device – procedure of establishing of the conformity to the requirements set forth in legal acts by the institution authorized by the Government of the Republic of Lithuania.

Subject of type approval – gaming devices.

II. TYPE APPROVAL OF GAMING DEVICE

3. Persons (natural or legal) asking for type approval of gaming device shall submit to the State Gaming Control Commission (hereinafter – Control Commission) following:

3.1. application of form determinated by Control Commission specifying data of applying person (name (title), address, code, phone and fax number);

3.2. certificate issued by accredited organizations (laboratories), attesting the conformity of type of gaming device to the requirements established by the Gaming Law of the Republic of Lithuania and by the Control Commission;

3.3. reports on tests, performed in the accredited organization (laboratory) and adequate documents;

3.4. descriptions of games, played on gaming devices of this type, prepared by manufacturer of gaming device;

3.5. specification on operation of gaming device of this type, prepared by manufacturer of gaming device;

3.6. pictures of gaming device. The pictures shall be supplied in digital media or sent by electronical mail.

4. Control Commission is able to ask for additional documentation and information, necessary for type approval of gaming device. This requirement must be reasoned.

5. Control Commission shall deny to approve type, if:

5.1. the requirements, layed down in parts 3 and 4 of the Order, are not performed or not properly performed;

5.2. type of gaming device does not conform to the requirements established by the Gaming Law of the Republic of Lithuania and by the Control Commission.

6. The application to approve type of gaming device must be considered within 30 calendar days from the receipt thereof. If additional documents and information is requested, the 30-day period shall be calculated anew from the submission of the additional information or documents. The overall time period for consideration of application must not exceed 60 calendar days from the day when all the necessary documents and information were filed for the first time.

III. FINAL PROVISIONS

7. The Control Commission, having approved type of gaming device, shall enter it into register of gaming devices of Lithuania as established by the regulation of this register.

8. The Control Commission shall approve the type of gaming device by resolution.
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
