ORDER OF RECOGNITION OF ACCREDITED ORGANIZATIONS (LABORATORIES) AND

OF CERTIFICATES FOR GAMING DEVICES ISSUED BY IT

I. GENERAL PROVISIONS

1. Order of recognition of accredited organizations (laboratories) and of certificates for gaming devices issued by it (hereinafter – order)  shall establish requirements for accredited organizations (laboratories) (hereinafter – organizations) performing testing of gaming devices  and the procedure of recognition of the certificates issued by it, attesting that the gaming devices meet the requirements established by the Gaming Law of the Republic of Lithuania and the State Gaming Control Commission (hereinafter – Commission).

2. The Commission shall decree on recognition of organizations and certificates issued by it or on refusal of recognition.

II. GENERAL REQUIREMENTS FOR ORGANIZATIONS

3. Organizations shall:

3.1. meet the accreditation criteria of EN ISO/IEC 17025 and EN 45004 (inspection bodies type A).

3.2. be assessed and accredited by the accreditation organizations, which are signatories of EA MLA’s (Multilateral agreements of the European co-operation for Accreditation).
3.3. be independent (third party).

3.4. be able to perform tests of gaming devices, attesting that the gaming devices conform to the requirements established by the Gaming Law of the Republic of Lithuania and the Commission

III. SUBMISSION OF DOCUMENTS, REQUIRED FOR RECOGNITION OF ORGANIZATIONS AND OF CERTIFICATES ISSUED BY IT AND THE DECREE

4.  Organizations, which are willing to perform tests of gaming devices attesting that the gaming devices meet the requirements established by the Gaming Law of the Republic of Lithuania, shall submit to the Commission following documents:

4.1. an application for recognition of organization and of certificates issued by it, specifying data of the organization and the list of the states, in which this organization is recognized and  performs tests of gaming devices;

4.2. confirmation, that the organization is independent (third party), specifying holders of it;

4.3. documentation certifying  accreditation along with lists of accredited scope;

4.4. sample of a test report;

4.5. sample of certificate of a gaming device, specifying data of issuing organization, date of issue, number of certificate, manufacturer of gaming device, number of manufacturer’s licence (certificate) and date of issue, name of type (model) of gaming device, serial number of the gaming device, date of production, specified legal acts, which requirements meets this gaming device, also other additional information or data, established by the organization.

5. Commission is able to ask for additional documentation and information to assure itself that the organization meets the requirements, laid down for it.

6. Commission, after it has investigated the submitted documentation, shall decree on recognition of organization and certificates issued by it or on refusal of recognition and notifies in writing the organization about the decision within three working days.

IV. FINAL PROVISIONS

7. In case of changes of information supplied to the Commissions, new facts shall be supplied at least within 10 working days.

8. Commission is entitled to refuse to recognize the organization and certificates issued by it, if the organization does not follows the requirements of this order.
